e Minimum age requirement: Scouts MUST have reached 13" birthday by August 7.
e This program is open to Scouts from any District, but first preference will be given to those from Southeast
Missouri and Southern Illinois.
Registrations will be taken on a first come, first served basis, beginning at 7:00 A.M. on Monday, April 28.
Once the program is full, additional names will be added to a waiting list.
Registrations will only be taken through the online form. Phone registrations will not be taken.
You may register multiple Scouts, but you MUST complete a new form for each Scout. Spots will not be held for
any Scouts with missing information.
